Scholarship Award: A $1000 scholarship will be awarded annually.

Eligibility: 

· The student applicant must be actively enrolled as a full-time pharmacy student in an accredited U.S. college or school of pharmacy in the state of Maryland 
· MSHP student membership for at least 1 year and active participation in the organization during this time.
· Cumulative grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale
Scholarship Evaluation Criteria: 

· Academic achievement: Applicant must maintain a strong academic performance in required pharmacy courses.

· Active participation in community, student and/or professional associations/organizations at the college, county, state, and/or national level. 
· Essay creativity and feasibility 

To apply, please submit the following: 
1. Completed application form. 

2. Current resume or CV (not to exceed 4 pages), including a list of pharmacy and non-pharmacy related activities that demonstrate community involvement and leadership

3. Two letters of recommendation: 

a. One from a college official or faculty member who can speak to the applicant’s knowledge, skills, and participation/commitment to the pharmacy profession

b. One from a non-academic reference (i.e., pharmacist-employer, community service contact, pharmacy association or other membership association representative). This letter should address the applicant’s strengths in areas not involving academics 

4. A typed essay of up to 1000 words addressing the following:

MSHP is committed to developing the next generation of health system pharmacists.  With new technologies being used for practically every facet of professional practice today, MSHP strives to develop innovative ways to engage and develop students to become innovative leaders in pharmacy practice.  Describe an innovative program or strategy that can be offered or developed through MSHP to foster students’ professional development and how it will prepare students to be future leaders in MSHP and in the pharmacy profession.    
Application Process: 
Deadline: Completed application materials must be received by October 15th of each year. Faxed application materials will not be accepted. It is preferred that all application materials be sent together in one package; however, letters of recommendation may be sent separately, if necessary.
